The scholarship will be announced in May of 2026 and must be used within two years of acceptance.

I. APPLICATION PROCESS

A.
Criteria and Procedures --Each applicant must:

1. Complete and submit application by March 28, 2026.

2. Submit an autobiographic essay outlining their education and/or professional development plan, stating why the applicant is applying for the scholarship and why the applicant should be selected.

3. Submit a personal endorsement recommendation (with both email and phone number of the personal recommendation). 

4. Applications must be complete to be considered.

B.
Application Review

1. Applications are treated as privileged communication and are restricted to the GBTA Wisconsin Chapter Scholarship Committee and Board Members only.

2. The decision of GBTA Wisconsin Chapter to grant or not to grant a scholarship rests within the sole and unfettered discretion of the Scholarship Committee, shall be final and binding, and shall not be subject to challenge in any court for any reason.

3. GBTA Wisconsin Chapter Scholarship Committee will notify recipients directly.

II. SELECTION OF SCHOLARSHIP RECIPIENTS

A. Selection Criteria
The Scholarship Committee will select scholarship grant recipients based on standard recipient selection procedures.  Scholarship grants will be awarded using the following standards: 

1. Awards, accomplishments and honors

2. Community involvement, extracurricular or other related activities

3. Statement of career objectives/what the applicant is going to school for
4. Personal endorsement from a teacher, or non-family member, highlighting why the applicant is deserving the scholarship

B.
Scholarship Committee
The Scholarship Committee is comprised of corporate travel managers and representatives from the travel industry.  

III. PAYMENT OF THE SCHOLARSHIP

A. The funds from the scholarship will be paid directly to the institution if possible/practical. GBTA Wisconsin Chapter will not make the check payable to the recipient. 

B. Scholarship funds will apply to tuition or registration fees only.

C. Funds are available for two years from the date of receipt.

Purpose: 
The essay will provide necessary information to understand the merits, accomplishments, and other reasons as to why the applicant should be selected for a GBTA Wisconsin Chapter Scholarship.  It will be scored based on organization, clarity, completeness, and conviction.

The essay should outline the applicant’s experience, continuing education goals, personal accomplishments and awards, career goals and objectives, accomplishments, community involvement and volunteerism.

Format:

Essays should be typed on standard 8 1/2” x 11” white paper not to exceed two pages.
